  Be sure to bring money for a fast food breakfast on the way to the 
trailhead and dinner on the way back to GSU.  Feel free to bring your own food or 
snack for those fast stops.  Dress appropriately for the weather and definitely 
bring waterproof rain gear just in case.  Layers allow you to adjust to changing 
temperatures. 

Trips leave from Collins Street next to the Sports Arena. Friday-Sunday 
trips will leave Friday late afternoon, Saturday-Sunday trips leave Saturday 
morning at 8am, be there by 7:45. You may park in the G deck but be aware that 
there is a $6 charge without a valid GSU parking tag, otherwise it is the normal 
parking fee.  The trip should return by 7 p.m. Sunday evening. 

You will receive a call prior to the trip to confirm trip logistics.  You will also 
receive a call if the trip is canceled for any reason.
