 These trips are open to beginners and experienced persons.  Instruction will 
be provided and skill progression is encouraged for membership in the GSU Water 
Ski/Wakeboard Club.  Participants must provide their own transportation and meet 
at the Holiday Marina, Lake Allatoona in advance of the 11 am start time (about a 
50-minute drive from GSU).  Please be on time. 

If you need a ride, we can try to get you hooked up with another participant 
who lives near you—no guarantee though, but we will try to help. 
 Directions to the Holiday Marina: Take I-75 North to Exit 278, Glade Road.  
Turn right on Glade Road.  Turn left at the first Stop sign (Tanyard Creek).  Turn 
right when the road ends.  Holiday Marina will be at the end of this road on the 
right.  Meet at the little store in the parking lot by 10:50 am. By 11:15 am the 
group will have left the store.
 Recreational Services provides all of your water skiing and wakeboarding 
equipment.  You should bring a beach towel, suntan lotion, small cooler with drinks 
and snacks.  The day's activities will last until about 5 p.m. 
 In the case of inclement weather you will be contacted by the trip leader 
prior to 8 am.  If you don’t get a call, the trip is on. 
 You will receive a call prior to the trip to confirm logistics.
