          EUROBAROMETER 55.0: EUROPEAN UNION ENLARGEMENT, THE EURO,  AND
     DIALOGUE ON EUROPE, MARCH-APRIL 2001 (ICPSR 3340)

     SUMMARY: This round of Eurobarometer surveys, which  diverged  from
     the  standard  topics,  focused on respondents' views regarding the
     enlargement of the European Union, public discussions on the future
     of  Europe  (Dialogue on Europe), and the single European currency,
     the euro. Given a list of  21  European  countries  that  were  not
     European  Union  (EU)  members plus Morocco, respondents were asked
     which countries they had  heard  of,  which  they  had  visited  or
     planned  to  visit,  which they had ties to, which they thought had
     been accepted as candidates  to  join  the  European  Union,  which
     should  be  the  first  to  join,  which should not join, and which
     countries they wanted to  know  more  about  in  terms  of  various
     topical  areas. Those polled were asked a number of questions about
     the planned EU enlargement, such as how many  countries  should  be
     allowed  to  join,  which  member countries would benefit most from
     enlargement,  whether  enlargement   would   benefit   respondents'
     personal  lives,  how  they  rated  the development of the European
     Union, their level of satisfaction with the speed  of  enlargement,
     and  which  criteria should govern whether applicants were admitted
     to the EU. Opinions were elicited on a number of  possible  effects
     of  enlargement, some possible negative effects of participation in
     the EU in general, whether enlargement would cause an  increase  in
     immigration   from   Eastern   and   Central  Europe,  and  whether
     respondents viewed increased immigration as positive  or  negative.
     Further  questions focused on the euro.  Respondents were asked how
     well informed they felt about  the  euro,  what  their  sources  of
     information  were, which countries had decided to adopt the euro as
     their national currency, when coins and notes  in  euros  would  be
     introduced  in their countries, when it would be possible to pay in
     euros by check or card, and when it would no longer be possible  to
     pay  in  the  respondents' national currencies. Those surveyed were
     also asked to give their views  on  the  possible  effects  of  the
     introduction of the euro, how smoothly the transition from national
     currencies to the euro would be, when they would  start  paying  in
     euros,  and  whether  the  introduction  of  the  euro  would  have
     generally positive or negative consequences. A final set  of  items
     focused  on  the Dialogue on Europe, a series of public discussions
     and debates instituted to encourage citizens to express their views
     on the future of Europe. Respondents stated whether they would find
     participation in this program interesting, which topics  should  be
     included,   whether   they   would   be   interested   in  actually
     participating in the discussions, and, if so, which  day  and  time



     would  be most convenient. They were also asked what would motivate
     them to participate in the public discussions, their preferred mode
     of  participation,  who  should  initiate  the  discussions,  their
     preferred sources of information about European issues,  and  their
     level  of  interest  in the contents of their national constitution
     and the treaties of the EU. Background information  on  respondents
     includes   political   preference,   marital/relationship   status,
     education level, gender, age, occupation, area of residence, age at
     completion of education, subjective size of community, nationality,
     and income.

     UNIVERSE: Citizens of the EU aged 15 and over residing in the 15 EU
     member  countries:  Austria,  Belgium,  Denmark,  Finland,  France,
     Germany,  Greece,  Ireland,  Italy,  Luxembourg,  the  Netherlands,
     Portugal, Spain, Sweden, and the United Kingdom.

     SAMPLING: Multistage national probability samples.

     NOTE: (1) The  files  included  with  the  first  release  of  this
     collection  derive  from  the  data  producer, The European Opinion
     Research Group EEIG. (2) The documentation (codebook and SPSS  data
     definition statements) for this collection contains characters with
     diacritical marks used in many European languages.

(3) The SPSS
     data definition statements contain references to Norway, but Norway
     was  not  a  participant  in this wave of Eurobarometer surveys and
     this collection contains no data for Norway.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Between March 5 and April 24 2001, the European Opinion Research Group, a consortium of
Market and Public Opinion Research agencies, made out of INRA (EUROPE) and GfK
Worldwide, carried out wave 55.0 of the standard Eurobarometer, on request of the EUROPEAN
COMMISSION, Directorate-General Press and Communication, Opinion Polls.

The Standard EUROBAROMETER 55.0 covers the population of the respective nationalities of the European Union Member States,
aged 15 years and over, resident in each of the Member States. The basic sample design applied in all Member States is a multi-stage,
random (probability) one. In each EU country, a number of sampling points was drawn with probability proportional to population size (for
a total coverage of the country) and to population density.

For doing so, the points were drawn systematically from each of the "administrative regional units", after stratification by individual unit
and type of area. They thus represent the whole territory of the Member States according to the EUROSTAT NUTS 2 (or equivalent)
and according to the distribution of the resident population of the respective EU-nationalities in terms of metropolitan, urban and rural
areas. In each of the selected sampling points, a starting address was drawn, at random. Further addresses were selected as every Nth

address by standard random route procedures, from the initial address. In each household, the respondent was drawn, at random. All
interviews were face-to-face in people's home and in the appropriate national language.

For each country a comparison between the sample and the universe was carried out. The Universe description was derived from
Eurostat population data or from national statistics. For all EU member-countries a national weighting procedure, using marginal and
intercellular weighting, was carried out based on this Universe description. As such in all countries, minimum gender, age, region NUTS
2 were introduced in the iteration procedure. For international weighting (i.e. EU averages), INRA (EUROPE) applies the official
population figures as provided by EUROSTAT in the Regional Statistics Yearbook (data for 1997). The total population figures for input
in this post-weighting procedure are listed above.

The results of the Eurobarometer studies are reported in the form of tables, datafiles and analyses. Per question a table of results is
given with the full question text in English, French and German. The results are expressed as a percentage of the total. The results of
the Eurobarometer surveys are analysed and made available through the Directorate-General Press and Communication, Opinion Polls
of the European Commission, rue de la Loi 200, B-1049 Brussels. The results are published on the internet server of the European
Commission: http://europa.eu.int/comm/dg10/epo. All Eurobarometer datafiles are stored at the Zentral Archiv (Universität Köln,
Bachemer Strasse, 40, D-50869 Köln-Lindenthal), available through the CESSDA Database http://www.nsd.uib.no/cessda/europe.html.

SPECIFICATIONS TECHNIQUES

Entre le 5 mars et le 24 avril 2001, the European Opinion Research Group, un consortium
d'agences d'étude de marché et d'opinion publique, constitué d'INRA (EUROPE) et de GfK
Worldwide, a réalisé la vague 55.0 de l'EUROBAROMETRE STANDARD à la demande de la la
COMMISSION EUROPEENNE, Direction générale Presse et communication, Secteur Opinion
publique.

L'EUROBAROMETRE 55.0 couvre la population - ayant la nationalité d'un des pays membres de l'Union européenne -, de 15 ans et
plus, résident dans chaque Etat membre de l'Union européenne. Le principe d'échantillonnage appliqué dans tous les Etats membres
est une sélection aléatoire (probabiliste) à phases multiples. Dans chaque pays EU, divers points de chute ont été tirés avec une
probabilité proportionnelle à la taille de la population (afin de couvrir la totalité du pays) et à la densité de la population.

A cette fin, ces points de chute ont été tirés systématiquement dans chacune des "unités régionales administratives", après avoir été
stratifiés par unité individuelle et par type de région. Ils représentent ainsi l'ensemble du territoire des Etats membres, selon les
EUROSTAT-NUTS II et selon la distribution de la population résidente nationale en termes de régions métropolitaines, urbaines et
rurales. Dans chacun des points de chute sélectionnés, une adresse de départ a été tirée de manière aléatoire. D'autres adresses
(chaque Nème adresse) ont ensuite été sélectionnées par des procédures de "random route" à partir de l'adresse initiale. Dans chaque
ménage, le répondant a été tiré aléatoirement. Toutes les interviews ont été réalisées en face à face chez les répondants et dans la
langue nationale appropriée.

Dans chaque pays, l'échantillon a été comparé à l'univers. La description de l'univers se base sur les données de population
EUROSTAT. Pour tous les Etats membres EU, une procédure de pondération nationale a été réalisée (utilisant des pondérations
marginales et croisées), sur base de cette description de l'univers. Dans tous les pays, au moins le sexe, l'âge, les régions NUTS II et la
taille de l'agglomération ont été introduits dans la procédure d'itération. Pour la pondération internationale (i.e. les moyennes EU), INRA
(EUROPE) recourt aux chiffres officiels de population, publiés par EUROSTAT dans l'Annuaire des Statistiques Régionales (données
de 1997). Les chiffres complets de la population, introduits dans cette procédure de post-pondération, sont indiqués ci-dessus.
