The Faculty of Commerce, Alexandria University (AU) and the J. Mack Robinson College of Business, Georgia State University (GSU), conscious of the aspiration to extend international cooperation and having common intentions in research, education and outreach have agreed on the following basic principles of cooperation:

SECTION 1

The Purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding is to promote cooperation in research, education, and outreach between AU and GSU in fields of mutual interest.

SECTION 2

AU and GSU agree that the best form of cooperation is through direct initiative and connection between two interested parties in a given field, based on personal and departmental interests, and in a form that is most suitable to the parties.

SECTION 3

In furtherance of this objective, AU and GSU agree:

· to promote collaboration in academic programs (PhD, EMBA, MBA and undergraduate) and in  executive leadership training (degree and non-degree) in Egypt,

· to promote faculty exchange and collaboration,

· to facilitate enrollment of Egyptian students in GSU programs and to promote active exchange of students between AU and GSU,

· to promote establishment of faculty cooperation in fields of mutual interest. 

· to render mutual assistance in raising the research qualifications of faculty,

· to promote the exchange of publications and documentation on current research,

· to share experience in developing better teaching methods and techniques,

· to organize bilateral joint symposia, workshops and conferences, and

· to participate in joint research programs and projects.

SECTION 4
AU and GSU agree to cooperate in the delivery of executive education for executives and high-potential managers.  GSU and AU will collaborate in development, marketing and delivery of the programs.  

SECTION 5

AU and GSU agree that research cooperation will be implemented on the basis of working programs signed by representatives of both Universities after coordination of conditions, topics and participants.

SECTION 6
Should one of the Universities wish to broaden its sphere of academic contacts and cooperation in the other’s country so as to involve other institutions of higher learning, the parties may agree in writing to act in the other’s behalf as an intermediary to promote such contacts and cooperation, but neither may bind the other to any legal commitment.

SECTION 8
Both Universities may propose amendments to the current Memorandum of Understanding.  In order to become effective, the amendments must be signed by both Parties in a joint protocol or memorandum.

SECTION 9
This Memorandum of Understanding is effective on the date of signature by both parties and is valid for a period of five (5) years, unless one party notifies the other in writing of its wish to terminate the Memorandum of Understanding at least ninety days prior to the proposed termination date provided that all existing obligations assumed under the Memorandum will be fulfilled.
