An Introduction to BFSU

Beijing Foreign Studies University (BFSU), whose history can be traced back to 1941, is a key university affiliated to the Ministry of Education of the People’s Republic of China. BFSU offers 43 language learning programs and other interdisciplinary studies, including foreign culture, diplomacy, journalism, and international business. 
In its history of more than 60 years, thousands of students have graduated with high levels of proficiency in foreign languages, foreign relations or related areas. Thanks to its outstanding graduates serving all over the world, BFSU is called “the cradle for diplomats” in China.

BFSU consists of 14 schools, colleges and institute, seven academic departments, and a number of research centers. It is one of the first institutions authorized by the Ministry of Education to offer programs for Master and Doctoral degrees. It offers a Post-Doctoral program in foreign language research; nine Ph.D. programs in English, Russian, German, Japanese, Spanish, Arabic, European Languages and Culture, Linguistics & Applied Linguistics, and Comparative Literature & Culture; 15 MA programs in 34 languages, Chinese as a Foreign Language, Law, and Diplomacy; and 53 BA degree programs in 43 languages.
The School of English and International Studies (SEIS) is the first Chinese seat of higher learning authorized to run a Ph.D. program and the state-level Priority Program for English Language and Literature. For its achievements in teaching and research, it is recognized as the flagship of BFSU and a national leader in studies of English language and literature. Its alumni include many distinguished diplomats, scholars and journalists. 
The SEIS has three departments—the Department of English, the Department of International Journalism and Communication, and the Department of Translation and Interpretation. Eleven research centers operate under the SEIS – the Center for English and American Literature, the Center for Linguistics and Applied Linguistics Studies, the Center for Translation Studies, the American Studies Center, the British Studies Center, the Australian Studies Center, the Canadian Studies Center, the Irish Studies Center, the Chinese American Literature Research Center, the International Communication Studies Center and the Inter-Cultural Studies Center. 
At the graduate level, professional knowledge and research methodology are emphasized so as to consolidate students’ English proficiency, broaden their scope of knowledge, and mold them into professionals with humanistic qualities, independent research capabilities and high self-motivation. 
Situated in Haidian District of Beijing, where the key institutions of higher education are concentrated, BFSU covers a total area of 310,000 square meters and enjoys access to convenient transportation, with the Third Ring Road running through the middle of the university campus. 
Beijing thrives today as the political and cultural capital of China as well as a center of international activities. It is a city that almost everyone enjoys. 
Visitors are always amazed by the magnificent Forbidden City, with its stunning wealth of treasures, the famous Tian’anmen Square and the modern executive buildings around it, to the new office complexes that line its wide roads. Outside the center of the city, the city’s other character shows in its parks, narrow alleyways and ancient sites such as the Yonghe Gong, the Observatory and, most magnificent of all, the Temple of Heaven. In the suburbs, the two Summer Palaces and the Western Hills have been favored public retreats.
Walking through hutongs (the city’s grey stone alleyways), checking out the little antique markets, the residential shopping districts, and the parks where see Beijingers perform Taiji and hear birdsong, one may discover the peacefulness of a city with 12 million population.
Beijing is also where Chinese culture and Western Culture meet. Young people enjoy their spare time in big shopping malls, cinemas, night clubs and karaoke. Wearing Nike T-shirts, drinking Starbucks coffee, listening to Hip-hop music, they also like to dine out at hot-pot restaurants and taste traditional Beijing roasted duck. 
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
