GA LINK UPDATE

Friday, April 25 marked the final day of the 2003 
Legislative Session. The 2003 Session was the 
longest session in over a century. Partisanship,  

 
gridlock, and disarray characterized this remarkably 
long session. With divided government, and new 
leadership in the House, Senate, and Governor� s 
Office very few bills passed this year, including 
some important measures such as ethics reform, 
legislation addressing water management, 
redistricting, and tort reform for healthcare 
providers. 
  
With the focus primarily on a tight budget, 
legislators took a number of days off this session to 
resolve the budget shortfall without having to call 
for an increase in taxes. Yet, in the end, the House 
and Senate produced heavy cuts and approved a 
measure to raise taxes on tobacco products to 
balance the budget. While the budget is balanced, 
there remains a possibility that a special session 
may be lurking around the corner. 
  
Although, generally, there was limited action taken 
this year, the Georgia Athletic Trainers Association 
enjoyed a very productive session. GATA had a 
number of accomplishment in a "do nothing 
session" including working with legislators to pass a 
bill increasing criminal penalties for practicing the 
profession of athletic training without license.  
While a bill increasing penalties for practicing 
without a license for all licensing boards died in the 
House, Senator Bill Hamrick and Representative 
Ben Harbin took the lead and fought for GATA by 
amending a bill in conference committee to include 
language creating tougher penalties only for 
violators of the athletic trainers code.  We thank 
Senator Bill Hamrick, Representative Ben Harbin, 
Senator David Shafer, Representative Alan Powell, 
Senator Mitch Seabaugh and Senate Pro Temp Eric 
Johnson for their help in further professionalizing 
athletic training in Georgia.  We also thank 
Governor Perdue who signed our bill into law June 
2, 2003. 
  
After discovering that the funding for the Georgia 
State Games Commission was eliminated, GATA©s 
lobbyist worked with legislators, commission 
members and budget officials to secure money for 
the survival of the Georgia State Games.  GATA©s 
lobbying efforts were successful in restoring money 
in the FY©04 Budget providing the much needed 
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 assistance to ensure the survival of the Georgia 
State Games. 
  
The summer months have also been active for 
GATA.  GATA leaders along with GATA's 
lobbying firm have been active working with the 
Worker's Compensation Board on reimbursement 
issues, have participated in a number of legislative 
fundraising events, and hosted a number of key 
legislators on a trip to the Atlanta Falcons' Training 
Camp exposing these legislators to the work 
performed by GATA professionals.  The training 
camp visit proved to be educational and 
enjoyable for the legislators in attendance, while 
helping GATA build relationships with members of 
the Georgia General Assembly. 
  
Thanks for your continued support of GATA's 
governmental affairs activities.

RESPONSE TO THE ATLANTA-JOURNAL 
CONSTITUTION 
Jeff Weems, ATC—Chair, Public Relations Committee 
 
(The following article was sent to the AJC on behalf of the 

GATA as response to articles concerning healthcare of high 

school athletes.  The articles specifically mentioned ATC’s.) 

 

With a large percentage of our membership working 
with high school athletes, the Georgia Athletic 
Trainers'  Association paid special attention to the 
Atlanta Journal' s three-part series on high school 
athletic healthcare.  We believe that the articles did 

an excellent job of explaining several aspects of this 
crisis and support the Atlanta Journal' s commitment 
to bring these issues to the public' s attention.  
Clearly, as a whole, high school athletic healthcare 
is deficient.  Yet, citing real-world, workable 
solutions remains scarce.  But there is an abundance 
of success stories.  While individual schools may 
meet their athletic healthcare needs in different 
manners, they all have a commonality; they rely on 
the expertise of a Certified Athletic Trainer (ATC). 
 
Certified Athletic Trainers are highly skilled allied 
healthcare professionals who provide prevention, 
evaluation, management, treatment and 
rehabilitation of athletic type injuries.  ATCs hold at 
least a Bachelor' s degree, have passed a national 
certification exam and in Georgia, hold a state 
license.  The American Medical Association fully 
recognizes ATCs as allied healthcare professionals 
and has formally recommended that all high school 
athletic programs have a Certified Athletic Trainer 
to care for athletic injuries.  This recommendation 
by the AMA, coupled with the fact that every major 
professional sports team in America and nearly all 
colleges employ ATCs, clearly establishes a 
standard for athletic healthcare.  Thus, any school 
that fails to meet this standard places their student-
athletes at undue risk and leaves themselves in a 
position of liability that could result in astronomical 
monetary consequences.  
 
Morgan County High School is located in Madison, 
GA and competes at the AA level.  For the past 7 
years, they have provided their student-athletes the 
very best in athletic healthcare with a full-time, 
non-teaching Certified Athletic Trainer.  They have 
an Athletic Training Clinic on campus where 
athletes receive the proper medical attention like 
preventive taping, injury evaluations and post-injury 
rehabilitation. The program was initially started 
with a two-year grant from the Dupree Foundation.  
After two years, the Morgan County BOE saw 
firsthand the positive benefits and value of the 
program and made the commitment to continue 
funding it themselves.  That was five years ago.  
Morgan County' s ATC, Dennis Sitzmann, has 
shown that his program saves the school, athletes 
and parents well over $100,000 in annual healthcare 
costs. 
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Mary Persons High School is located in Forsyth, 
GA and competes at the AAA level.  They too have 
a full-time, non-teaching Certified Athletic Trainer 
in the person of Jeff Quinn.  Mr. Quinn is employed 
directly by the Monroe County BOE and in addition 
to his athletic duties, oversees the BOE' s Wellness 
Center and Workman' s Compensation program.  
Through creativity, Monroe County has developed a 
healthcare system that meets the needs of its 
student-athletes as well as all employees such as 
teachers, bus drivers, lunchroom personnel and 
administrators.  All Monroe County BOE 
employees have access to Mr. Quinn for their work 
related injuries and he manages their cases from 
physician referrals to rehabilitation.  He also 
provides injury prevention programs on such topics 
as proper lifting techniques and ergonomics.  It' s 
after lunch that Mr. Quinn turns his full attention to 
meeting the healthcare needs of the Mary Persons 
student-athletes.  This unique program has reduced 
the Monroe County BOE' s Workman' s 
Compensation claims and as a result, lowered their 
insurance premiums.  These savings in insurance 
premiums alone have paid for the ATC position. 
 
In Houston County, due to a partnership with local 
hospitals in the Houston Healthcare Complex, Perry 
High (3A), Northside Warner Robbins (5A), 
Houston County High (5A) and Westfield (Pvt.) all 
have full-time, non-teaching Certified Athletic 
Trainers.  The ATCs are employed through Houston 
Healthcare and are assigned to one high school.  
The ATCs are on campus beginning at 1 pm and 

stay until the end of practice or games.  However, 
the ATC has the flexibility to come in earlier for 
treatment and rehabilitation sessions as each high 
school has an on-site Athletic Training Clinic.   
 
In addition to the above examples, there are 
numerous schools that have a full-time Certified 
Athletic Trainer, some who also teach and others 
that don' t.  The following is a sample of these 
schools: Bleckley Co., Camden Co., Coffee High, 
East Coweta, Gatewood, Lagrange High, Lassiter 
High, Lithia Springs High, Lovett High, Lowndes 
Co., Marietta High, Marist, Newnan High, 
Northgate High, Stockbridge High, St. Pius, 
Valdosta High, Westminister High, Woodland High 
& Woodward Academy.   
 
Providing high school student-athletes with a full-
time, non-teaching ATC can be a reality.  There are 
thousands of high school student-athletes who are 
getting this high level of care because their parents, 
coaches and administrators have made athletic 
healthcare a priority and not a luxury.  These same 
individuals have also been creative, bold and 
unwavering in their commitment.  High school 
student-athletes play the same sports, suffer the 
same injuries and are exposed to the same risks to 
life and limb as their collegiate and professional 
counterparts.  Yet, as a whole, their athletic 
healthcare pales in comparison.  High school 
student-athletes require a professional level of 
athletic healthcare.  Thousands of Georgia' s high 
school student-athletes are getting the appropriate 
level of care.  The question is, are yours?
