For this lesson, I will be using a five computer classroom. The room will contain five round tables, each with six students. Each table will contain a computer. Each student will have access to their group’s computer. The tables will be set up so I will be able to walk around easily and help and observe the students.
Stop the Violence

· Goal Statement: The student understands the different types of school violence, prevalence in the United States, and methods of prevention/intervention.
· Objective Statement: The student will identify the forms of violence and develop an appropriate method of prevention/intervention for each type. 

· Anticipatory Set: Students will be divided into five groups; six students per group. Each group will be given a question from the Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance Survey that has to do with school violence or violent behaviors. (Students will be a given a  copy of the full survey so they can see what type of questions it asks) The students will then use the following link: http://www.cdc.gov/nccdphp/dash/index.htm to discover the results from the survey regarding their corresponding question. They are to look for statistics that were established from the survey for their particular question. The students will answer the question personally and discuss their results within the group. Once all groups have information about their question they will present their results to the class.

· Teach Section:

· Lesson Concept: School violence can occur in several different forms and is a prevalent issue in the United States.

· Lesson Cues: 

· There are several forms of violence: physical assault, verbal/emotional harassment, and sexual harassment/assault.
· Discuss with the students prevalence within our school; how often they see these, personal experience, etc.

· Discuss national statistics involving high school violence; school shootings; gun accessibility.

· Discuss Georgia statistics on the issue. 

· Discuss what can be done if you or someone else is a victim; who to go to, teen hotlines, etc.

· Teacher Modeling: Students will be given a hypothetical scenario involving a form of school violence. They are to identify, from the lesson cues, which from of violence is being used. The next task is to come up with a possible solution to the problem. Students are to develop an intervention program that stops the violent behavior from getting worse. They are to discuss who is involved, what will take place, and what will make the program effective. The students will have internet access and will be given helpful links that will be relative and useful. They will not be limited to the provided links, but sources used must be professional and correct. As the teacher, I will monitor the students and assist by providing helpful links. I will monitor throughout the entire time provided to ensure the groups are on the right track. I will be there to answer any questions/concerns.  The anticipated outcome is that the students will be able to recognize types of violent behavior within the school and be able to develop an effective program to prevent and or stop the violence. The plans they develop can then be applied within their real school setting, should a similar problem arise. The groups will then present their scenario and intervention program to the class, providing a thorough explanation of their program. 
Questions to check for understanding: What are some forms of verbal harassment or assault?

What are some things you can do if you know someone is threatening others? 

· Student Activity: The teaching strategy being used is group/peer and self-directed learning. This is consistent with the task analysis model. Rather than having me teach the whole lesson, the second half will be taught by the students. I will discuss the forms and prevalence of school violence, but the students will teach the class about the intervention and prevention programs out there that control violence. The purpose of the student activity is to get the students to find the information and present it. This activity will expose the students to the surplus of information on the internet. They will be able to gather information and then explain their findings. This lesson is age and stage appropriate. School violence is very prevalent within this age group. The QCC’s display the appropriateness for this topic for the 9th grade. The students will be bale to take the learned information and apply it to daily situations. 
Materials needed: computers with internet access, handouts for anticipatory set and student activity, power point/poster to guide my lecture, journal entry handout, copies of YRBS survey
· Closure: The closure activity will be an in class assignment. The students are to write two new things they learned in class and how they relate to their life. The students will do this during the last five minutes of class and then turn it in before they leave.

· Evaluation: The assessment used is a portfolio item. It will be a journal entry. The student will write about a personal experience they have had or someone they know has had involving school violence. They will describe the event and explain what was done or what should have been done to solve the problem. The students will be graded with a rubric. The criterion includes written with no grammatical errors, content is relative and appropriate, and turned in on time.

· Reteach: For this, I would discuss the different prevention and intervention programs, rather than having the students teach this information. I would work with the students in finding the information on the internet, rather than have the students in groups.

You are looking for statistics, data, and information; basically the results for your particular question after the survey was given to students. Use the link below to find results from the survey. Once all groups have information describing their question and its results from the survey, they will present the information to the class.

Group #1:

During the past 12 months, how many times has someone threatened/injured you with a weapon? 

Group #4:

During the past 12 months, how many times has someone stolen/damaged your property?

Group#5:

During the past 12 months, how many times were you in a physical fight on school property?

Group #1:
