WSI Policy on Conference Funding for Graduate Students

The WSI will pay up to $250 per person to support up to 4 WSI graduate students’ presentations at conferences. If you plan to present a paper during a given fiscal year (between July 1 and June 30), send your application to the WSI Director by October 31 of that year.

Your application must include the following:

1. Your name and ID

2. Your current contact information

3. The title of your paper, performance, panel, or other

4. A short abstract of your paper, performance, panel, etc.

5. An explanation of how the presentation relates to your work in the WSI

6. Whether your proposal has been accepted yet (and, if not, when you expect to hear)

7. A budget for your conference travel (cost of your plane ticket and other transportation; lodging; conference registration)

Priorities that will be used to determine funding include the following:

 1) international and national conferences (as opposed to regional)

 2) work that focuses on gender and relates to the WSI’s mission

 3) work that is linked to your thesis research
