 Women’s Studies Institute, Georgia State University Internship Program
WSt 4950, Internship (3 hours).  Prerequisites: WSt 2010 and WSt 3010.

WSt 4950, Internship, provides students with the opportunity to combine academic study with practical experience in an organizational setting specializing in attention to gender/ sexuality issues.
a. Students should work at least 10 hours a week during a regular semester or 20 hours a week during summer term.

b. If the site is not chosen from the approved list of Women’s Studies sites, it should be approved by the faculty advisor and/or director of undergraduate studies. The site must provide assignments that are varied, meaningful, and responsible. The site must provide an on-site supervisor for the intern.

Grades: The grades are based on 3 main criteria:

a. The on-site supervisor should provide the faculty advisor telephone interviews and a final written report at the end of the semester (30%).

b. A journal kept by the intern, in which s/he reflects upon his/her daily work in a clear and systematic fashion. The journal might also tie together the work experience and one’s professional goals (20%).

c. A research paper (7-10-pp.) written by the intern on a topic related to the organization’s work. The paper should follow an accepted academic style (APA, MLA, etc.) and should include academic references, such as books and articles in recognized journals. The paper might also include interviews with on-site personnel and/or publications by the organizations. The paper should be analytical and not merely report on the day-to-day activities of the intern (50%).

Interns are responsible for finding their own intern sites.  Information about intern sites can be found in the Women’s Studies Institute office. The WS Community Directory (available in the WSI office) lists organizations that accept women’s studies interns.

Prerequisites: WST 2010 and WST 3010. 

WST 4950 cannot be repeated.     

WST 4950 is offered during the regular Fall and Spring semesters and during the 7-week Summer Session.  It is not offered during the Maymester or other minimesters.
